•	�One Netball seminars, delivered 
nationally by trained presenters to a 
variety of netball audiences, addressing 
basic principles of creating inclusive 
environments and their application at 
all levels of netball

One Netball Ambassadors

•	�One Netball Community Awards, 
celebrating individual and community 
efforts to engage and support diverse 
communities with netball

•	�Australia Post One Netball Round  
of the ANZ Championship 

•	�‘Come and Try’ Netball Clinics in each 
state and territory for communities new 
to netball
